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Problem Statement:  To build a safe system for infecting small animals that range in size from 40-50 gm up to 1 kg (e.g., for infecting mice, rats and rabbits). The system should have built in all the necessary safety measures to prevent the escape of infectious materials (especially those of Biological Safety Level 3) from the infection chamber to the surrounding environment.

Restatement of Team Goals:  Our goals for this week were to build our prototype and submit our project to the machine shop to weld the hose attachments to the device and to finish our final presentation and paper. 

Summary of Accomplishments:  We began building our prototype.  We drilled all the necessary holes into the stockpot.  We placed gasket tape around the lid of the stock pot to make an air tight seal, and we made a stand out of PVC pipe to hold the stock pot.  We started our final presentation.  We set up an account at the shop to allow us to order the necessary screws and nuts to attach the latches.
Statement of Team Goals:  We will cut the Teflon gaskets for the latches and attach the latches to the stockpot on Monday.  Once this is completed, we will submit the stock pot to the machine shop and have them weld the two hose attachments onto the top and bottom.  We will finish the poster presentation and prepare for Friday.

 Project Schedule:  We should finish all that we can do ourselves on the prototype on Monday and submit it to the machine shop Monday afternoon in hopes that it will be completed by Friday’s presentation.  We will continue working and finishing the poster presentation and paper throughout the week. 
Difficulties:  The time constraint is our number one difficulty right now.  We should still be on schedule if there are no unexpected time delays by the machine shop.
