· Rich gave a short description of the scanners and the supporting software used in CS.  He estimated the price for each scanner was $1500, a small program to run the computer and scanners about $2000.

· For frequently used accounts, a bar code display is used.  This is located near where the supplies are taken from.

· A barcode on incoming supplies allows one quick scan to “receive” the whole purchase order (PO).

· Rich showed us a supply cart that is used on units for supplies.  On this cart, we were able to see a label that shows the bar code, the product description, the re-order point, and the economic order size.  

· When a product hits the re-order point, a PO is automatically created.  The only potential problem from this is the order must be received and input into the system.

· Upon describing what we were trying to accomplish on the Rehab Unit, Rich seemed to believe that our idea was feasible and would be a quite simple system.
